Unfinished Games - After Black’s 36th move, each clock shall be turned back fifteen minutes. All further moves must be played in the total time remaining. BCF Quickplay Finish Rules shall apply. Copies of these rules will be available in the playing hall.

Byes - One ½ point can be claimed in Rounds 1-4.
Defaults - Any player arriving more than ½ hour late shall be deemed to have lost by default unless re-pairing is possible. Players without opponents after ½ hour must expect to be re-paired, and the rate of play shall be adjusted to ensure that re-paired games are concluded by the end of the playing session.

BCF Game Fee Scheme - All games will be submitted for grading.

Disputes - The Tournament Controller’s decision shall be final.
